Hearing of Appeal – Ramsey
Jason Call opened the public hearing for case # 200-2021.  Adam Ramsey has applied for a Variance in compliance with Article III, Section 2 of the Land Use Ordinance.  His property is located at 7 Crystal Avenue, Map 1, Lot 3I.  Jason Call read through the application.  Mr. Ramsey would like to construct a 20’ x 40’ garage closer to the boundary line than the allowed 50 feet.  The setback would be 20 feet.  In the application it is stated that there is no other place that the garage could be placed without causing problems.

Linda Cushman reported that Gil Finch, the neighbor who will be impacted by the building the most, stated that he does not have a problem if the Board was to grant approval.
There were no members of the public present.

The Board reviewed the application as presented and went through the checklist.  It was stated that the criteria have been met by the applicant.

Biff Wyman made the motion to approve the request for a Variance to the setback.  Tom Walker seconded the motion.  There was no discussion.  The motion passed all in favor.

Hearing of Appeal - Homan

Jason Call opened the public hearing for case # 201-2020.  Jason and Crystal Homan are applying for a Variance in compliance with Article IV, Section 2 of the Land Use Ordinance.  Their property is located at 1182 Presidential Highway, Map 9, Lot 3.  Jason Call read through the application.   Mr. and Mrs. Homan would like to construct a wrap- around deck closer to the boundary line than the allowed 50 feet.  The setback would be 45 feet.  The Homans have rebuilt the deck that was on the house and are now wanting to make it a wrap-around deck, the two back corners not meeting the required setback.  
The Board reviewed the application as presented and went through the checklist.  It was stated that the criteria had been met by the applicant.

Rodney Houghton made a motion to approve the request for a Variance to the setback.  Tom Walker seconded the motion.  The motion passed all in favor.

As there was no other hearing to be heard the public hearing closed at 8:15 p.m.
